As we reminice on the year that was, we'll take a look back at 2013's greatest matches, moments, Superstars and more.
MATCH OF THE YEAR: CM PUNK VS. BROCK LESNAR - SUMMERSLAM
Looking back on it now, 2013 was undoubtedly a great in-ring year for WWE. From John Cena vs. Daniel Bryan to Alberto Del Rio vs. Dolph Ziggler, there have been many matches this year that have set the world on fire with their exciting action and spectacular storytelling. They have been a lot of candidates thrown around for the sole Match of the Year, but in my eyes, no match was better in 2013 than CM Punk vs. Brock Lesnar from SummerSlam. Although Cena vs. Bryan (also coincidentally from the same event) was equally excellent, Punk and Lesnar simply had a superior story going into their The Best vs. The Beast bout. Seeing these two square off had been nothing more than fantasy when Lesnar first returned in 2012, but when it finally came to fruition at the biggest part of the summer, it was a dream come true. Lesnar reigned supreme in this epic clash of former WWE champions, but we are bound to see a rematch between the two at some point down the line. 

SUPERSTAR OF THE YEAR: DANIEL BRYAN
There was no other Superstar who shined brighter in 2013 than Daniel Bryan. He started off the year as half of Team Hell No, one of the greatest tag teams in modern history. After dropping the WWE Tag Team Championships at Extreme Rules in May, Bryan then began his quest to capture the WWE Championship. He did just that in an awesome match against John Cena at SummerSlam, but had the strap taken from him shortly thereafter by Randy Orton. He even briefly held the title for a second time a month later at Night of Champions. He may not be in the main event scene at the moment, but it is only a matter of time before we see The Bearded One in contention for the WWE World Heavyweight Championship again. 

SHOW OF THE YEAR: SUMMERSLAM
After nearly 20 years of fantastic programming, Compared to 2012, this past year wan't a strong year for WWE pay-per-views, especially in the last few months. The best string of shows WWE had going was during the summer season from May's Extreme Rules to August's SummerSlam. The best pay-per-view of them all was undoubtedly SummerSlam, which had stellar card from top to bottom. The night's three main matches stole the show. First, Alberto Del Rio successfully defended his World Heavyweight Championship against Christian in an excellent match. Then, CM Punk and Brock Lesnar battled in what was ultimately named the Match of the Year. In the main event, Daniel Bryan shockingly won the WWE Championship from John Cena in clean fashion before having his title taken from him by a freshly turned Randy Orton (along with Triple H)! It was by far the greatest pay-per-view event since Money in the Bank in 2011 and one of the best shows in the last decade.
