Match of the Year: Sasha Banks vs. Bayley for the NXT Women's Championship - NXT TakeOver: Brooklyn
For the second straight year, NXT steals the award for Match of the Year, and it isn't even a match from the men! Bayley and Sasha Banks caught lightning in a bottle at NXT TakeOver: Brooklyn. They spent the summer building up Bayley as a credible challenger to Banks after falling short of capturing the NXT Women's Championship time and time again. Now, she had one last shot on the grand stage to realize a dream. That said, the story was spectacular. Banks, like the true heel she was, took advantage of Bayley's injured hand and stomped on it while applying a submission hold. How brilliant! In the end, Bayley reigned supreme to the roar of the crowd to clinch her very first title before celebrating with the rest of the Four Horsewomen. It was a sight to behold and a milestone moment for women's wrestling, NXT, and WWE on the whole. 

Superstar of the Year: Seth Rollins
Last year, I gave the 2014 Superstar of the Year award to Seth Rollins for his consistently excellent work all year long, but in retrospect, I should have given it to Brock Lesnar for breaking The Streak. This year, however, there is no doubt that Rollins is the rightful winner. From the very beginning, he contested a Match of the Year candidate with Lesnar and John Cena at the Royal Rumble. From there, he became the first man to cash in the Money in the Bank briefcase in the main event of WrestleMania to win the WWE World Heavyweight Championship and reigned as champion for a whopping seven months, only having to vacate it due to injury. Lest we forget he made history when he won the United States Championship at SummerSlam as well. Expect big things from the self-proclaimed Future of WWE upon his return. 

Show of the Year: WrestleMania 31
No pay-per-view came close to topping WrestleMania 31 this year, not even SummerSlam (which I'm slightly biased toward because I was in attendance for it). However, similar to last year with WrestleMania 30 and NXT TakeOver: R Evolution, NXT TakeOver: Brooklyn gave WrestleMania 31 a run for its money. It was a near-perfect card, but at the end of the day, WrestleMania 31 is the Granddaddy of Them All. I'll so far as to say it was my favorite WrestleMania as a fan dating back to 2008, barely beating out WrestleMania 28. Perhaps I wouldn't have thought so highly of it had the build not been so bad. No one was expecting WrestleMania 31 to be as tremendous as it was because WWE didn't give us many reasons to care. But from its epic conclusion, hard-hitting main event, exceptional wrestling and monumental moments, it's hard to argue that it wasn't one of the best installments ever.
