He ended the week on a high note by costing Jericho his match against Dolph Ziggler on SmackDown and ambushing him shortly thereafter. Throw in Fandango's entrance music getting mainstream attention and you've got yourself one of the most impressive weeks in WWE history. 

SHOW OF THE WEEK: MONDAY NIGHT RAW, APRIL 8
If you were thinking WrestleMania 29 would be named this week's Show of the Week, you thought wrong. In a shocking turn of events, this week's episode of Monday Night Raw managed to outshine WrestleMania 29 from the previous night. WrestleMania 29 wasn't disappointing given the fact I didn't have high hopes going into it, but it was lackluster to say the least. OTHER NOTABLE HIGHLIGHTS AND LOW POINTS
THIS WEEK'S HIGHLIGHTS
· The Rock vs. John Cena: Despite not being a fan of the finish, this was a highly enjoyable match that picked up the pace down the stretch. The near-falls made for some nice suspense and brought the live crowd back to life. John Cena winning back the WWE Championship does nothing for me, and I was surely hoping we'd see him potentially turn heel following the match. While that didn't come to fruition, Rock passing the torch to Cena instead was a fitting conclusion to this ruthless rivalry.
· Triple H vs. Brock Lesnar: Strong match that suffered from a dead live crowd. It wasn't their fault, as it had the tough task of following Undertaker vs. CM Punk. Nonetheless, they made great use of the extreme environment and the minor involvement from Paul Heyman and Shawn Michaels was simple and effective.
· Dolph Ziggler: No more than 24 hours after being pinned at WrestleMania, Dolph Ziggler cashed in his Money in the Bank briefcase on Raw to win the World Heavyweight Championship. Here's hoping he's given a nice, long reign as champion. It's about damn time.
· Ryback turns heel: I still think it's too early for Ryback to turn heel, but it was necessary in order to give John Cena a fresh face to work with. This was excellently executed and made for shocking conclusion to this week's Raw.
· Big E Langston: Similar to Fandango, Big E Langston also made his highly anticipated debut at WrestleMania 29. Despite coming up short that night in tag team action, he'd go on to defeat Daniel Bryan on Raw and Zack Ryder on WWE Main Event.
· The Shield: Following an impressive victory at WrestleMania 29, The Shield scored yet another victory on this week's WWE Main Event. With their sights now set on the WWE Tag Team titles, it might not be long before we see gold around their waists.
THIS WEEK'S LOW POINTS
· Alberto Del Rio vs. Jack Swagger: How does the challenger for the World Heavyweight Championship not get an entrance at WrestleMania? The match was well-wrestled, but all the live crowd cared about was seeing Dolph Ziggler cash in. When that didn't happen, the match rendered irrelevant. Thankfully, this feud is no longer over the World title after Monday's Raw.
· Randy Orton, Sheamus and Big Show: I couldn't care less about this feud. I'm glad Big Show is back to this villainous ways, but I would have much rather preferred Orton to turn heel here instead. Furthermore, their matches on Raw and SmackDown this week were painful to watch.
· No "America The Beautiful": I understand there were plenty of time constraints at WrestleMania, but how was this cut from the show? It's been a tradition for years, and it's simply mind-boggling that there was still time for Diddy to perform.
· Intercontinental title changes: What was the point of putting the title on The Miz at WrestleMania if he was just going to drop it the next night to Wade Barrett? Their match on Raw was great and all, but the rapid fire title changes further devalue the title and make it feel meaningless.
· Antonio Cesaro vs. Kofi Kingston: The match itself was decent while it lasted, but the fact Cesaro continues to lose meaningless matches for no apparent reason is absolutely asinine. The last thing Kingston needs right now is yet another shot at a mid-card title, so placing him in contention for the strap accomplishes nothing.
· Tons of Funk vs. Team Rhodes Scholars and The Bella Twins: It's a shame this wasn't used at WrestleMania as a buffer match, but their Raw rematch the following night didn't light the world on fire, either. Cody Rhodes and Damien Sandow definitely deserve better than this.
