MATCH OF THE WEEK: CHRIS JERICHO VS. DANIEL BRYAN - RAW, FEBRUARY 11
It was three years ago this very month that Daniel Bryan faced Chris Jericho in his first ever WWE match on the inaugural episode of NXT. That being said, I was extremely excited to hear that the two would be going one-on-one on this week's episode of Raw for the first time since their initial meeting in 2010. Needless to say, Jericho and Bryan put on a wrestling clinic on Monday night with their excellent clash of similar styles and were given a substantial amount of time to simply go all out. Furthermore, Bryan showed a more aggressive side to his character in this match that we haven't seen in quite awhile, which was certainly refreshing. With his victory over the American Dragon, Jericho has now been named an official entrant in Sunday's Elimination Chamber match.

Without a doubt, Chris Jericho has looked great since making his shocking return to WWE at last month's Royal Rumble pay-per-view. The revival of his classic Y2J shtick has injected new life into Jericho's character and has made for some quality entertainment. Not only that, but Jericho's in-ring performances over the last three weeks have been phenomenal as well. On Monday's Raw, Jericho soundly defeated Daniel Bryan to secure a spot in Sunday's Elimination Chamber match. He made his WWE Main Event debut on Wednesday night, bringing back the Highlight Reel for the first time in six months. Although he came up short of defeating Big Show on SmackDown, Jericho still had a strong showing against the World's Largest Athlete.
SHOW OF THE WEEK: MONDAY NIGHT RAW - FEBRUARY 11, 2013
None of the three shows this past week featured any monumental moments, but that was to be expected with Elimination Chamber being on Sunday. That being said, each program was successful in building towards the pending pay-per-view by hyping each advertised match on the card. WWE Main Event hasn't been worth of watching in months, but this week's show was definitely an improvement. This week's Friday Night SmackDown was decent at best, but Monday's Raw was the show of the week in terms of hype for Elimination Chamber. Sure, not many things on the show were extremely entertaining, but nothing needed to be. After watching Raw, I felt even more excited for Sunday's event due to the fact that it did an effective job of convincing viewers that Elimination Chamber has the potential to be excellent. If the event ultimately lives up to the hype it's been given in recent weeks, then we could be in for a real treat on Sunday night. 

OTHER NOTABLE HIGHLIGHTS AND LOW POINTS
THIS WEEK'S HIGHLIGHTS
Paul Heyman's resignation: Once again, Paul Heyman displays his brilliant mic skills. Having Heyman hug it out with CM Punk was extremely entertaining, and it was a nice play off The Pope's resignation in reality.
· Mark Henry domination: Mark Henry has been booked dominantly since returning from injury last week and hasn't look back. His decimation of The Great Khali, Hornswoggle and Randy Orton were primary examples of that. Of course, Henry is the favorite going into the Elimination Chamber, so don't be surprised to see him emerge victorious on Sunday.
· Zeb Coulter: I, for one, was not at all familiar with Zeb Coulter prior to his return on Raw, but I'm already impressed. From what we saw on Raw and SmackDown this week, Coulter has great mic skills and will make a for an awesome addition to Jack Swagger's act.
· CM Punk and The Rock: While The Rock's promo on Raw was humorous, it didn't do much to hype his match with CM Punk at Elimination Chamber. Nonetheless, Punk's subsequent attack on Rock as well as their verbal exchange on SmackDown did more than enough in getting me looking forward to their upcoming title match.
· Alberto Del Rio vs. Dolph Ziggler: Del Rio's matches have been much more interesting since he turned face, and this match was no exception. He and Ziggler work so well together, with this being the best bout we've seen on WWE Main Event in recent memory.
THIS WEEK'S LOW POINTS
Tamina Snuka vs. Layla: Not only was this match just plain awful, this was only hype we got for Sunday's Divas Championship match. The division has taken a turn for the worst since Kaitlyn won the title last month, so here's hoping that changes come Elimination Chamber.
· Brodus Clay and Tensai: There wasn't much filler on WWE television this week, but the two tag team matches involving Brodus Clay and Tensai felt meaningless. I understand WWE wants to establish them as a tag team, but their matches this week were too short to mean anything.
· The Shield looks weak: While their promo on SmackDown was well done, it was too late to start making them looking like a threat after being made to look weak against the trio of John Cena, Sheamus and Ryback on Raw. How was this supposed to get me excited for their upcoming six-man tag team match?
· Cody Rhodes and Damien Sandow: Just three weeks after parting ways, Team Rhodes Scholars reunite on the Elimination Chamber pre-show. As much as I love their tag team, their reunion hardly feels special and it's pretty predictable that they'll only be used as jobbers against Brodus Clay and Tensai.
