Moments after defeating Rey Mysterio on Raw, Daniel Bryan was ambushed from a returning Henry and thrown into the barricade at ringside. Henry made his way into the ring shortly thereafter, decimating both Mysterio and Sin Cara with a double dosage of World Strongest Slams. Henry's reign of terror didn't there, however, as he went on to attack The Great Khali on Friday Night SmackDown before soundly defeating long-time rival Randy Orton in the main event to secure a spot in the Elimination Chamber. The World's Strongest Man has returned with a vengeance, and it's clear the Hall of Pain is open for business. 

SHOW OF THE WEEK: MONDAY NIGHT RAW - FEBRUARY 4, 2013
Since the start of 2013, Monday Night Raw has maintained a solid streak of entertaining editions, but this past week's show was undoubtedly the best we've seen in recent months. · Bruno Sammartino in the WWE Hall of Fame: It took a number of years, but we're finally getting Bruno Sammartino in the WWE Hall of Fame this year. · Antonio Cesaro vs. Sin Cara: There wasn't much to watch for on this week's edition of SmackDown, but this was a nice match in midst of all the garbage. Both guys pulled off some cool spots and it gave Cesaro a much-needed non-title victory.
THIS WEEK'S LOW POINTS
· Various absences: From WWE Champion The Rock to Mr. Money in the Bank Dolph Ziggler to Divas Champion Kaitlyn, where the hell was everyone this week? All three of these people hold some significance, so to not show them at all over the course of the week was mind-boggling.
