SUPERSTAR OF THE WEEK: CHRIS JERICHO
Chris Jericho is widely known as one of the least selfish Superstars in all of wrestling in the sense that he is always willing to put over younger talent. That was the primary goal of his previous WWE run. However, in doing so, he lost almost every match he competed in and never managed to get the spotlight he deserved. Since defeating Fandango at Extreme Rules, Jericho has been on an absolute roll. He invited Paul Heyman to The Highlight Reel this past week on Raw, challenging CM Punk (who has been MIA since WrestleMania 29) to a match in his hometown of Chicago at Payback. He went on to defeat Cody Rhodes in well wrestled match on Friday's SmackDown. It's a nice to see Jericho on the winning side of things for a change. 

SHOW OF THE WEEK: FRIDAY NIGHT SMACKDOWN - MAY 31, 2013
For the second consecutive week, both Monday Night Raw and Friday Night Raw proved to be worth watching. However, since both programs were equally as entertaining, it was difficult to choose which one of them would be named the Show of the Week. After much consideration, SmackDown barely beat out Raw to take the title. Unlike the flagship show, SmackDown was much more wrestling oriented and focused less on the story-lines at hand. THIS WEEK'S HIGHLIGHTS
· The Highlight Reel: An entertaining verbal exchange between Chris Jericho and Paul Heyman. The two have great chemistry on the mic, that's for sure. I'm intrigued by CM Punk's potential return at Payback, so I look forward to see how they handle it in coming weeks.
· Curtis Axel vs. John Cena: The match itself was nothing memorable, but I am glad Axel scored the victory here. Sure, it was via count-out, but it's still a win, nonetheless. Not only that, but the non-finish also helped further the feud between Cena and Ryback going into their match at Payback.
· The Shield vs. Team Hell No: There were so many matches this past week pitting the two factions against one another that I thought it would be easier to group them into one category. Their bouts on Raw and SmackDown, respectively, this week were nothing short of excellent and among some of the best we've seen in recent memory. Needless to say, this is the most engaged I've been in a tag team feud in a long time.
· Ryback vs. Kofi Kingston: A fun match filled with a lot of smart booking. Ryback came off as a ruthless monster by putting Kingston through three tables following the bout. Meanwhile, this was a logical way of writing Kingston off television for the time being so he can undergo elbow surgery. Here's hoping Kingston returns with a refreshed character, something he's been in desperate need of for a great while.
· Chris Jericho vs. Cody Rhodes: It didn't mean much, but I still enjoyed the action while it lasted. These two work well together and I would love to see Jericho feud with Rhodes at some point down the line. It could very well be the solution in making Rhodes relevant again.
THIS WEEK'S LOW POINTS
· Big E Langston and Alberto Del Rio: What was the purpose in having these two face each other yet again this week? I realize Dolph Ziggler is out with a concussion and is due back soon, but doing the same match over and over grows tiresome rather quickly.
· Sheamus and Damien Sandow: This segment from SmackDown was basically the same garbage we were forced to sit through last week. I'm happy Sandow is being featured in a segment with a top star, but being constantly attacked by Sheamus for no apparent reason each week isn't beneficial to anyone.
· The Bella Twins vs. Natalya and Kaitlyn: I'm aware that having a fan favorite lose in their hometown on her birthday is Booking 101, but it didn't do much to get heat on The Bellas. This could be foreshadowing a potential feud between Natalya and Kaitlyn, but that leaves me wondering what happened to AJ Lee as the number one contender to the Divas title?
· Tons of Funk vs. 3MB: Two meaningless matches on Raw and Main Event this weeks that served no purpose whatsoever. I don't have a problem with the acts involved, but when better things could featured on television instead (see below), I find it to be extremely annoying.
· Bret Hart Appreciation Night: This was very well done, so why in the hell was it featured on the WWE App instead of on television?
