MATCH OF THE WEEK: JOHN CENA VS. CM PUNK - RAW, FEBRUARY 25
Being two of the biggest stars in WWE today, it's no secret that magic is in the air whenever John Cena and CM Punk lock up. Simply put, they are incapable of having a bad match together. Their main event match from this past week's edition of Monday Night Raw was no exception, as the two former WWE Champions lit the world on fire with their fantastic in-ring chemistry. For nearly 30 minutes, Punk and Cena battled for the opportunity to fight The Rock for the WWE Championship in the main event of WrestleMania 29. Each competitor pulled everything out their arsenal to put the other away, even executing moves that were unfamiliar to their move set. It came as no surprise when Cena emerged victorious, but the match itself was so well-wrestled that it made up for the predictability of the contest. 

SUPERSTAR OF THE WEEK: SHEAMUS
Since losing the World Heavyweight Championship last October, Sheamus hasn't had much direction over on SmackDown. However, you can't overlook his winnings ways, which have stayed in consistent in recent months despite not wearing gold around his waist. Although he wasn't in action on this week's Raw, he managed to humiliate Intercontinental Champion Wade Barrett by criticizing his role in "Dead Man Down" before fending off The Shield later in the evening. The same could be said for SmackDown, where he aided Randy Orton in his assault against The Shield and Big Show. Not only that, but Sheamus also scored a hard-fought victory over Cody Rhodes on Wednesday night's edition of WWE Main Event. 

SHOW OF THE WEEK: SOCIAL MEDIA SMACKDOWN, MARCH 1
Surprisingly enough, all three of WWE's televised  shows were worth watching this week. Although most of the episode consisted of filler, this week's edition of Monday Night Raw produced a number of must-see moments. To kick off the show, Triple H returned to lay a brutal beating on Brock Lesnar and avenge his loss from last year's SummerSlam event. In the final 30 minutes of the show, CM Punk and John Cena faced off in what many are calling one of the greatest matches in Raw history. Additionally, this week's episode of WWE Main Event was also a slight improvement over what we've been getting in recent weeks. However, it was the social media SmackDown special that managed to entertain the most. Not only did the show kick off with in-ring action (which is rare nowadays), but the return of Jim Ross, Fandango's debut, and a great United States Championship match. Here's hoping SmackDown keeps up the strong streak going forward. 

OTHER NOTABLE HIGHLIGHTS AND LOW POINTS
THIS WEEK'S HIGHLIGHTS
· Triple H and Brock Lesnar brawl: Wow, what an opener. Both guys looked intense during their brutal brawl and the blood from Lesnar was a nice touch. I wasn't initially excited about their rumored rematch at WrestleMania 29, but this gave me hope that the inevitable match will be much better than their prior encounter.
· Donald Trump in the WWE Hall of Fame: Unlike past years, this year's celebrity inductee into the WWE Hall of Fame is actually deserving. Donald Trump hosted both WrestleMania 4 and WrestleMania 5 and has played a memorable role on WWE TV numerous times over the years.
· Antonio Cesaro vs. The Miz: Although the feud itself hasn't been all that great, their well-wrestled matches certainly make up for it. Their Two-out-of-Three Count Falls match was highly enjoyable and it's nice to see Cesaro maintain possession of the United States Championship.
· Jim Ross interviews Jack Swagger: Any show featuring a Jim Ross appearance is worth watching. His interview with Jack Swagger on SmackDown was very well done and Zeb Coulter's heated exchange with the WWE Hall of Famer made for a strong segment.
· Sheamus vs. Cody Rhodes: WWE Main Event hasn't had many must-see matches in recent weeks, but this bout was a definite exception. Of course, I'm not pleased with how Rhodes is currently being booked, but it was a strong showing for him nonetheless.
THIS WEEK'S LOW POINTS
· Randy Orton vs. Antonio Cesaro: How many times does WWE need to do this match before they realize it's gotten old? Sure, the finish was cool, but it served absolutely no purpose. Secondary champions should not be constantly losing matches to top-tier stars for no reason whatsoever.
· Wade Barrett and Sheamus segment: As badly as I want to see this match at WrestleMania, these recent segments between Barrett and Sheamus are making it hard for me to get excited about it. Incorporating the Oscars into Sheamus' promo on Raw was horrendous and the feud has been poorly booked thus far. 
· Team Hell No: I loved the idea of Team Hell No when they first joined forces back in September, but by this point, they've run their course as WWE Tag Team Champions. Both Kane and Daniel Bryan are better off as singles competitors, as their current run with the tag titles is hurting the division more than it's helping it.
· Miz TV: While I enjoyed the encounter between Alberto Del Rio and Jack Swagger on SmackDown, their promo on Raw during Miz TV was mediocre at best. Zeb Coutler did his best to make the segment entertaining with his great mic work, but Del Rio's rebuttal was bland and generic.
· No Divas: It's a true shame that the Divas division took a hit once Eve left the company in January. They've hardly been featured on television in recent weeks, which is simply inexcusable with more than six hours worth of WWE television each week.
