Match of the Week: Paige vs. Becky Lynch vs. Sasha Banks vs. Brie Bella - Raw, November 2
It's took close to four months, but WWE finally got the Divas Revolution right on Raw this week. Whether it will continue in the weeks to come remains to be seen, but for one night, the women were given the spotlight and attention they've long deserved. Before the No. 1 Contender's Fatal 4-Way match for the Divas Championship even began, we heard from everyone involved throughout the night as to why they wanted to win. Those promos alone made me care about the matchup, not to mention how well-wrestled it was. They were given an ample amount of time to shine and all four competitors more than made the most of it. Was the ending outcome of Paige winning slightly predictable? Sure, but predictability isn't always a bad thing, and it didn't take away from the action in the slightest. Besides, Paige is the most logical opponent for Charlotte at the moment given all that's happened between the two in recent months and to my knowledge they've never faced off one-on-one, so it's something fresh. Here's hoping the build to the bout is every bit as good as this Fatal 4-Way was. 

Superstar of the Week: The Usos
The Usos have been dearly missed over the last seven months, but at long last, they're back! They made their unannounced explosive return in the main event of this week's Raw, teaming with Roman Reigns, Dean Ambrose and Ryback to take on the team of Seth Rollins, Kevin Owens and The New Day. It didn't take them long to make an impact; as soon as the match was underway, they made quick work of Xavier Woods before eliminating Kofi Kingston as well. In doing so, they made it clear that they're back to win the WWE Tag Team Championship for a third time and no one is going to stop them from working their way back up the tag team ranks. On SmackDown, The Usos showed no signs of ring rust when they went to war with The Ascension and emerged victorious, sending a message to The New Day that their days are numbered.  

Show of the Week: Monday Night Raw, November 2
Call me crazy, but it looks like WWE programming might be on the upswing on the moment. It sounds strange after I've spent the better part of the past two months talking about how stale Raw has gotten since the summer, but Hell in a Cell seemed to be a turning point of sorts. The next night's Raw kicked off the road to Survivor Series in a big way and the latest edition of the flagship show continued the trend. Nothing against SmackDown and NXT, which were both enjoyable, but Raw was excellent on the whole and there way no way it wasn't winning the award for Show of the Week. In addition to a very entertaining elimination tag team match in the main event, we witnessed a superb Fatal 4-Way Divas match right beforehand along with plenty of other matchups that set up Survivor Series including Kevin Owens vs. Dolph Ziggler and The Lucha Dragons vs. King Barrett and Sheamus. Of course, Seth Rollins' recent injury throws a wrench into WWE's plans over the next few months, but it will be interesting to see how that's handled on Monday night. 

Other Notable Highlights and Low Points
This Week's Highlights
· Team Reigns vs. Team Rollins: Don't you love a good old Survivor Series-style elimination tag team match? Hopefully this means we'll still be getting one at the pay-per-view, but you never know considering plans for the show have been thrown into disarray due to Rollins' injury. Nevertheless, WWE did a great job of building suspense going into the main event as to who would team with Reigns and The Usos were a pleasant surprise. Most of the eliminations didn't feel rushed and I was glad the match was given the time it deserved. The disqualification finish was also logical in protecting Rollins from taking a loss, even though he had to vacate the belt days later.
· Kevin Owens vs. Dolph Ziggler: This would be a really good feud over the Intercontinental Championship if Ziggler didn't mean so little at the moment. As a match, though, I enjoyed it. They work well together and this was another nice match from them. It furthered the feud between Tyler Breeze and Ziggler while also allowing Owens to score an easy win. That said, it would be helpful to hear from Breeze on Raw one of these weeks. I'm happy he's on the show at all, but the audience won't be able to connect with him until they know more about him.
· Kevin Owens vs. Dean Ambrose: Let's face it: SmackDown isn't as important as it once was, but that doesn't mean it can't serve as a platform to showcase the lesser-focused stars such as Owens and Ambrose. It's the perfect show where the Intercontinental Championship can take center stage as it did Thursday night. Not only that, but Owens and Ambrose were having a great match up until the finish. It was a rare instance where I didn't mind the disqualification because it made Owens look smart and it's not something that's done often. A title rematch at Survivor Series has the potential to be awesome.
· The Wyatt Family vs. The Lucha Dragons and The Prime Time Players: While I absolutely agree that Bray Wyatt shouldn't be losing when it matters most (and he likely will at Survivor Series), I'm still enjoying the hell out of The Wyatt Family right now. They look stronger than ever at four members and this was a great way for them to showcase their dominance with a clean sweep of the two tag teams.
· Finn Balor vs. Apollo Crews: Since this was a television title match, I guess I wasn't expecting anything special, but this turned into quite the treat. It was a basic bout early on, but they picked up the pace down the stretch and delivered an exceptional matchup filled with exciting reversals and high-octane offense. The Baron Corbin interference saved the finish for another day and kicked off his feud with Crews, which should take them to the TakeOver special in December. Samoa Joe's heel turn afterward was just the icing on the cake. The average viewer could see it coming from a mile away, but it was so simple yet so effective. The Balor-Joe program should be stellar, making the TakeOver in London must-see.
This Week's Low Points
· Seth Rollins' injury: Well, this sucks. Rollins getting hurt couldn't come at a worse time with the roster nearly depleted of star power. John Cena's taking time off (and fingers crossed this doesn't lead to them bringing him back early), Randy Orton's hurt, and Daniel Bryan's out as well. He was also in the midst of a great reign of WWE World Heavyweight Champion, but at the same time, it forces WWE to create new stars and put fresh faces in the title picture. There are several routes they can take this title tournament, so needless to say, I'm highly anticipating Monday's Raw from England to see how this whole thing plays out.
· Bray Wyatt promo: Admittedly, I thought the little light show Wyatt produced on Raw was cool visually, but it was something straight out of the 1990s, especially the sound effects. It wasn't for everyone and I can't say it got me any more excited about the rumored Wyatt Family vs. Brothers of Destruction match at Survivor Series. Moreover, it was another example of Wyatt saying a lot without saying much at all. He tends to ramble on and on, yet the content is repetitive and nothing new. Will Undertaker appear on Raw before the pay-per-view?
· Alberto Del Rio vs. R-Truth: After a hot return at Hell in a Cell, WWE hasn't properly followed up on Del Rio's surprisingly clean win over John Cena. He beat Truth and Neville in the week that followed before beating them both for a second time this past week. I guess it's better than having him lose non-title matches constantly, but he has yet to take the United States Championship to the level John Cena brought it to. A feud with Jack Swagger is a logical next step given their history, but will anyone care? I'm sure the matches will be solid, but Swagger is damaged goods at this point.
· Ryback vs. King Barrett: This is merely nitpicking, but this match served no purpose. It wasn't terribly wrestled nor did it help or hinder anyone involved, but it screamed filler. I'm glad Ryback hasn't fallen off the face of the earth now that he's no longer in the Intercontinental Championship picture, but it was strange that Sheamus was nowhere to be seen at ringside despite how much he's tagged with Barrett as of late.
· Eva Marie vs. Marley: I was among the few that defended Eva Marie when she started wrestling again after training with Brian Kendrick earlier this year. I was glad to see her making progress and reserved judgement on her improvement. That said, it's been several months since she stepped back in the ring and she's barely better than she was then. Don't believe me? Watch her match with Marley on this week's NXT. It was absolutely atrocious, riddled with sloppy spots and poor execution. It was an embarrassing effort, but what made me sick to my stomach was when she proceeded to tease going after the NXT Women's Championship. If this match didn't convince officials that would be a bad idea, nothing will.
