2017 in Review
Match of the Year: Tyler Bate vs. Pete Dunne: WWE United Kingdom Championship - NXT TakeOver: Chicago, May 20
Since 2014, every bout I have selected as the "Match of the Year" has been from NXT, and 2017 is no different. The black-and-yellow brand has hosted a slew of sensational bouts this year, but I'd argue none were able to top the tremendous trilogy of matches between Pete Dunne and Tyler Bate over the WWE United Kingdom Championship. Their first and third encounters for the title were wonderful, but the second was the best of the bunch. With a hot Chicago crowd to boot, Bate and Dunne pushed each other to their absolute limit and proved they are the future of this business. 

Superstar of the Year: AJ Styles
I try to be as diverse as possible with these "Superstar of the Year" picks and not select the same star two years in a row, but when you really think about it, there wasn't anyone more valuable to the company in 2017 than AJ Styles, similar to in 2016. He may not have been WWE Champion the entire time, but the matches and feuds he's had speak for themselves. His Royal Rumble outing with John Cena was one of the greatest main roster matches all year, he stole the show with Shane McMahon at WrestleMania, he's a two-time United States Champion, and he'll close out 2017 with the WWE title in tow. 

Show of the Year: NXT TakeOver: WarGames
First and foremost, I must point out that no WWE pay-per-view came close to earning the award for "Show of the Year" in 2017. Not a single one, which goes to show how lackluster they were on the whole. Thus, it should come as no surprise that another NXT TakeOver live special has earned the honor this year, but there were so many great ones it was tough to choose. Ultimately, I went with WarGames, simply because it was pretty much a perfect show. The only knock against Brookyn III was that it had an underwhelming main event, whereas WarGames was flawless top to bottom.
