Following a demoralizing Spear, Kaitlyn scored the three count and her first Divas Championship before breaking out in tears.
SUPERSTAR OF THE WEEK: THE MIZ
While there are a number of people who haven't been pleased with The Miz's face turn up to this point, I've throughly enjoyed it thus far. He's found much more success as a fan favorite, and this week was a prime example. On the 20th Anniversary of Raw, Miz was joined by none other than the legendary Ric Flair during Miz TV, where the two had an entertaining exchange with Antonio Cesaro. Two days later on WWE Main Event, Miz adandoned commentary to come to the aid of Randy Orton following a surprise ambush at the hands of The Shield. Finally, Miz scored a decisive victory over Primo on Friday Night SmackDown by utilizing the Figure Four Leglock. Were the wise words of Flair enough to rejuvenate Miz and his career?
SHOW OF THE WEEK: FRIDAY NIGHT SMACKDOWN - JANUARY 18, 2013
While this week's string of WWE programming wasn't anything all that monumental, it still left this viewer somewhat satisfied with where the company is headed as we quickly approach the road to WrestleMania. THIS WEEK'S HIGHLIGHTS
· Wade Barrett defeats Randy Orton clean: Well, this was a sight I thought I'd never see. Following a solid matchup, Barrett shockingly defend Orton without the use of dirty tactics. All signs point to an inevitable Orton heel turn at this point, which I'm extremely anxious for.
· Brad Maddox on commentary: I'll admit, I wasn't the biggest Maddox fan when he shifted to in-ring competition in November, but he's since grown on me. His entertaining commentary on WWE Main Event this week is a prime example of exactly why I'm gradually becoming a fan of his.
· Rock N' Sock Connection reunion: Although the lack of returns on the 20th anniversary of Raw was vastly disappointing in my eyes, it was nice to see The Rock confront Mick Foley backstage. It was a fun few minutes and brought back some good memories of the two.
· Dr. Shelby returns: Without a doubt, Dr. Shelby is still as entertaining as he was back in August. I got a good laugh out of his backstage segment with Team Hell No and Team Rhodes Scholars on Raw.
· Miz TV: Ric Flair on WWE television is always a treat, but his appearance on Miz TV this week just flat-out fun. I'm not a supporter of Miz using the Figure Four Leglock as a finisher going forward, but this segment (along with Antonio Cesaro's interruption of it) was hysterical.
THIS WEEK'S LOW POINTS
· No returning stars on 20th Anniversary of Raw: Regardless of what dirt sheets reported, WWE promised returning stars in their televised advertisement for the 20th anniversary of Raw. We hardly got any familiar faces on the show, so I saw that as a major disappointment.
· Eve leaves WWE: I understand Eve has a life outside of wrestling, but it's still sad to her go. She's helped improve the Divas division so much over the last year, so I found it stupendously stupid that they'd have her quit the company in an exclusive WWE App video.
· John Cena vs. Dolph Ziggler: Don't get me wrong, their Steel Cage match on Raw was excellent, but how was this any different from their bout the week before? Ziggler still lost cleanly despite interference from AJ and Big E Langston, so I don't see what purpose this contest served.
· The Great Khali vs. Tensai: Do I even need to explain why this was a low point? Luckily, it was over within a minute, but it was completely meaningless in the first place.
· 3MB vs. Sheamus: Sadly, this was the only real hype we got for the Royal Rumble match this week on Raw. I guess it's nice Heath Slater went over, but Sheamus proceeded to Brogue Kick him following the bout, so it just felt like one giant waste of time.
