MATCH OF THE WEEK: 4-ON-3 HANDICAP MATCH - SMACKDOWN, JUNE 20
It's official: John Cena, Randy Orton, Sheamus, Alberto Del Rio, Cesaro, Bray Wyatt and Roman Reigns will clash in a seven man Ladder match for the vacant WWE World Heavyweight Championship at Money in the Bank. All seven competitors met in massive 4-on-3 Handicap match on SmackDown pitting the four heels against the three faces. Logically, the match was given very good time and everyone involved was able to shine at some point or another. However, no star in this matchup shined brighter than Roman Reigns, who was on the receiving end of a hot tag from Cena and immediately went to work on all of his opponents. After cleaning house, Reigns finished off Del Rio with a Spear to score the victory for his team. Not only were he and his teammates able to coexist, but he was also able to build momentum toward the upcoming event. Can Reigns take that momentum to Money in the Bank and capture the WWE World Heavyweight title? 

SUPERSTAR OF THE WEEK: DEAN AMBROSE
Very rarely does a wrestler that lost twice within the matter of seven days receive the award of Superstar of the Week, but Dean Ambrose is the exception. On Monday's Raw, he ambushed his archenemy Seth Rollins during this match against Dolph Ziggler before being put in a match of his own against Bad News Barrett. Although he came up short via count-out, he still flattened the Intercontinental champion afterward with Dirty Deeds. He exacted a measure of revenge over Rollins the next night on WWE Main Event by attacking him once again. However, that would come back to bite him on SmackDown when Rollins cost Ambrose his match against Kane. Ambrose's new look, music and attitude show that he's undoubtedly he's a future star in WWE. 

SHOW OF THE WEEK: WWE MAIN EVENT, JUNE 17
The road to Money in the Bank has been a rocky one, but it has had its ups and downs. Raw produced its best episode in recent memory this past Monday night, largely due to the hot first hour of the show. The subsequent two hours compromised of filler for the most part, but it was made newsworthy by the two latest additions to the WWE World Heavyweight Championship Ladder match in the forms of John Cena and Roman Reigns. SmackDown this week wasn't all that exciting either, though it featured two strong matches in the Handicap main event and Dolph Ziggler vs. Bad News Barrett. The best show all around, however, was undoubtedly Main Event. It kicked off with a brawl between Seth Rollins and Dean Ambrose as well as an announcement regarding Money in the Bank. The rest of the show saw a quick yet painless Rusev squash, a good Divas match and a solid six-man tag team match. If you're not already watching Main Event on a weekly basis, then you're missing out big time. 

OTHER NOTABLE HIGHLIGHTS AND LOW POINTS
THIS WEEK'S HIGHLIGHTS
· MITB Qualifying Battle Royal: Battle Royals are usually hit or miss and while this wasn't the most must-see match in recent memory, the final few minutes were very well done. It was obvious from the moment that Reigns entered himself in to the match who was going to win, but that didn't take away from the finish at all. I liked how Bo Dallas was one of the few remaining participants in the match and the arena came unglued when it came down to Reigns and Rusev. It was a very cool moment and it goes to show just how nicely both individuals are getting over in their respective roles at the moment.
· Seth Rollins vs. Dolph Ziggler: Yes, this was the third time that we've seen this match in recent weeks, but they never have a bad match together. It's essentially impossible. The action was entertaining while it lasted and Dean Ambrose's interference saved Ziggler from getting pinned by Rollins for a third straight time. As well as these two work together, here's hoping this is the final time they clash for the foreseeable future.
· Dean Ambrose vs. Bad News Barrett: Is Barrett now aligned with The Authority or something? I can't remember when that was ever established. Anyway, this was another very solid match with good work from both competitors. I feared that Barrett would take another non-title loss, but thankfully he didn't. Ambrose didn't lose anything in defeat since it was via count-out and he got his heat back moments later when he laid out Barrett in the ring. This feud between Ambrose and Rollins has been great thus far and I can't wait for their eventual match against each other.
· Sheamus and The Usos vs. The Wyatt Family: Sheamus and Bray Wyatt had a good match on Raw this week, but I simply found this match to be more entertaining. The Usos have been ripping it up since becoming WWE Tag Team champions and everyone else in the bout was their usual great selves. The action down the stretch was awesome and The Wyatt Family going over was a smart move. The match also effectively hyped the WWE World Heavyweight Ladder match as well as the tag title match for Money in the Bank.
· Bad News Barrett vs. Dolph Ziggler: It was a nice matchup with a pleasantly surprising result. If they aren't going to push Ziggler to the main event scene where he belongs, he should at least be contending for a midcard title. He and Barrett could have a good feud together and I hope this was more than hype for the second Money in the Bank Ladder match. My only gripe regarding this contest was that Barrett knocked Ziggler out immediately afterward. Would it kill WWE to give Ziggler his moment just once?
· The Vaudevillians debut: Aiden English has been directionless for so long that seeing him gain a tag team partner was a welcome sight. He and Simon Gotch are very old school and their entrance is very unique. Whether they'll get over with the act on the main roster remains to be seen, but for now, they are a breath of fresh air in NXT's depleted tag team division.
· Rob Van Dam vs. Jack Swagger: Superstars matches don't usually make the list, but this one deserves a mention. The two were finally given the chance to have a nice, lengthy match and they delivered. Swagger may not be credible at the moment, but at least he can still go in the ring.
THIS WEEK'S LOW POINTS
· John Cena vs. Kane: Didn't WWE realize the first time around that Cena and Kane have zero in-ring chemistry together? The Stretcher stipulation didn't add anything to it. If anything, it hindered the match. Stretcher matches are never exciting and the predictable outcome didn't help matters, either. Don't get me wrong, I don't at all have a problem with Cena being in the WWE World Heavyweight Championship Ladder match since he adds star power to it, but the way this whole thing unfolded was not compelling TV in the slightest.
· Stephanie McMahon pukes on Vickie Guerrero: You can tell that a show is scripted by Vince whenever it involves farting, pooping or puking. Thankfully, this didn't harm Roman Reigns in any way, but the fact he was supposed to be behind it is stupid. He comes across as one of the coolest people in the company, so he shouldn't at all be involved in this garbage. It all went downhill when Stephanie was seen holding her coffee cup in her hand during her backstage interview. When has that ever happened before? It's stuff like this that make me feel embarrassed to be a wrestling fan.
· Stardust debuts: Now, it's still too soon to tell whether this gimmick will get over in the end or not, but on night one, I'm not sold. The booking of the Rhodes brothers has been bizarre. First, they should have split months ago to set up a match at WrestleMania 30. Secondly, Cody Rhodes doesn't need an alter-ego that is almost identical to his brother Goldust. Was WWE not paying attention to Cody's face turn last year? I don't see the point in keeping them together after weeks of teasing dissension and I still very much hope that the endgame in all of this is a match between the two at SummerSlam.
· Adam Rose and Summer Rae vs. Fandango and Layla: This really shouldn't come as any surprise. It's been no secret that I've been done on this love triangle involving Fandango, Layla and Summer since the beginning and the fact it's gone on this long is ridiculous. I didn't see this as Summer's face turn so I don't know why Rose had to be involved in all of this. Everyone in this love triangle is a heel, so why should I care? More importantly, Fandango hasn't been relevant in ages. Why would Summer and Layla be fighting over him? Logic goes a long way.
· Adam Rose vs. Titus O'Neil: I realize O'Neil isn't doing anything of note (or anything at all for that matter) at the moment, but that's no reason to completely bury the guy in back-to-back losses in matches that lasted less than a minute combined. I'm still a Rosebud, but I don't see what purpose any of this was supposed to serve.
· Bo Dallas vs. Fandango: This goes back to what I was saying before about absolutely despising this ongoing love triangle involving these three. The backstage segment was stupendously stupid and brought me back to my high school days, and I don't say that as a good thing. The match wasn't much of a match at all and I'm not sure Dallas gained anything from this. If nothing else, his post-match promo was pretty comical.
· Mojo Rawley vs. Garrett Dylan: I didn't care about Dylan the first time he was employed and I still couldn't care less about him now. Rawley's constant squash matches do nothing to help further his character development, so this match was basically a waste.
