MATCH OF THE WEEK: DANIEL BRYAN VS. DOLPH ZIGGLER - RAW, MARCH 11
If you can recall, Daniel Bryan and Dolph Ziggler had some of the best matches of the year together in late 2010. Their in-ring chemistry is off the charts, hence why I was extremely excited to witness them clash once again on this week's edition of Monday Night Raw. The two kept the action exciting with each and every moment of the bout being suspenseful. Not only was the match excellent, but AJ Lee and Big E Langston felt relevant for the first time in months. Given the history between AJ and Bryan, it made her inference in the contest all the more fun. Ziggler was able to nail a Zig-Zag on Bryan shortly thereafter to score a much-needed victory. SUPERSTAR OF THE WEEK: DOLPH ZIGGLER
After the huge victories he scored at the end of 2012 over the likes of Chris Jericho, Randy Orton and John Cena, I have been disappointed with Dolph Ziggler's losing ways since the start of 2013. Hell, he's Mr. Money in the Bank, which means he shouldn't be losing matches consistently if he's primed to become World Heavyweight Champion soon. However, WWE took a step in the right direction with Ziggler's character by having him emerge victorious on both Raw and SmackDown this week against WWE Tag Team Champions Daniel Bryan and Kane, respectively. I'm not high on the idea of Ziggler being in a tag title match at WrestleMania 29, but it's still nice to see him regain some lost momentum with back-to-back victories this week. 

SHOW OF THE WEEK: MONDAY NIGHT RAW, MARCH 11
For the second straight week, Monday Night Raw proved to be the Show of the Week. It might not have been as exciting or entertaining as last week's Old School Raw, but it was certainly solid as a whole. The episode mostly focused on the feud between CM Punk and Undertaker going into WrestleMania 29 and served as a tribute for the late, great Paul Bearer. With Punk and Undertaker hogging the spotlight this week, this left top stars such as John Cena, The Rock and Triple H off the show, which I couldn't be happier about. I, for one, didn't even notice they weren't there by the end of the night which is a good sign. The show also furthered a number of feuds for 'Mania and planted the seeds for a few feuds as well. This week's edition of WWE Main Event was exceptional, but featured nothing memorable. The said could be said for this week's Friday Night SmackDown, which failed to light the world on fire. 

OTHER NOTABLE HIGHLIGHTS AND LOW POINTS
THIS WEEK'S HIGHLIGHTS
· No John Cena or The Rock: As stated above, not featuring Rock or Cena on Raw this week was a blessing in disguise. It gave them the week off and will make their next appearances feel much more meaningful. Not only that, but the video package that aired in their place was simply phenomenal.
· Brock Lesnar responds to Triple H: Since the New Age Outlaws are friends of Triple H, it made perfect sense to have Lesnar attack them. Paul Heyman's subsequent promo was equally as excellent. To be honest, the revival of this feud has been better than expected thus far.
· The Miz vs. Chris Jericho: I might be in the minority when I say I enjoyed the Highlight Reel segment on Raw, but I know I'm not the only one who enjoyed the subsequent match between Miz and Jericho. It was their first ever singles match against one another and gave a sneak peak of what we'll be seeing in next week's Triple Threat match for the Intercontinental Championship.
· CM Punk and Undertaker: While some may feel that CM Punk's actions crossed the line on Monday's Raw, I thought they truly added an extra layer to this feud that could end up being beneficial. The main event match between Punk and Kane was also great.
· The Bella Twins return: I don't think anyone saw this coming. Sure, there's other Divas I'd like to see return before the Bellas, but they're not a bad consolation prize. Their backstage brawl with the Funkadactyls on SmackDown was well done and gave me hope that things are starting to look up in the Divas division.
· Jack Swagger vs. Chris Jericho: On a rather forgettable SmackDown, this was the highlight of the night. The match was very well-wrestled and saw Swagger score yet another impressive victory over a top name.
THIS WEEK'S LOW POINTS
· Jimmy Uso gets arrested: What a shame. He isn't in a WrestleMania match like Jack Swagger, so he might actually get suspended. He hardly wrestles on television anyway, so it's impossible for his TV time to be reduced following his incident.
· Team Rhodes Scholars lose: Why aren't these two WWE Tag Team Champions? Damien Sandow's pre-match promo on Raw was hysterical, which goes to show just as good Sandow and Rhodes are as a tandem. However, their losses to Orton and Sheamus on Raw and SmackDown respectively this week do them no favors.
· Excessive amount of movie trailers and reacps: We get it, WWE. You have multiple movies coming out right now, but don't smother us with constant movie trailers all night long. The recaps are annoying as well, but understandable with it being WrestleMania season.
· Six-man tag team match at WrestleMania: I enjoyed the build they did for Henry and Ryback this week, but why place Ryback in the six-man tag team match against The Shield at 'Mania to begin with? There's still time to change it, but the build for this bout has been incredibly confusing up to this point.
· Alberto Del Rio and Ricardo Rodriguez parodies: It was somewhat humorous the first time, but by the fourth time it aired, I had the urge to change the channel. I like Del Rio as a babyface, but this sort of garbage does nothing to get me excited for his upcoming title defense against Jack Swagger at WrestleMania.
· Fandango: Yes, I realize he was last week's Superstar of the Week, but that doesn't mean he won't end up in this week's Low Points. There is nothing with his promos except for the fact it's the same thing every time. He's managed to garner some heat, which is good, but if he doesn't change things up soon, people will have lost all interest in his character.
