· Alberto Del Rio and Jack Swagger: This feud has had flashes of greatness in the last month, but nothing enough to save it from being a complete disaster. Their 'Mania match should be great, but the build-up thus far has been lackluster.

· Weightlifting competition: While this wasn't terrible by any means, I just don't see what purpose it served. Sure, Mark Henry got momentum over Ryback, but the weightlifting competition itself was as boring as it gets.
· John Laurinaitis interrupts The Rock: Maybe the fact that I strongly despise John Laurinaitis killed this SmackDown segment for me. I just don't see the point in having him return this close to WrestleMania for no apparent reason. Rock's promo was fun and all, but it did very little to build interest in this upcoming match with John Cena.
