MATCH OF THE WEEK: DOLPH ZIGGLER VS. CESARO VS. TYSON KIDD - SMACKDOWN, NOVEMBER 14
Having been a major thorn in The Authority's side in recent weeks, Dolph Ziggler has been forced to put his Intercontinental Championship up for grabs on several occasions. This week's SmackDown was no different as Ziggler was slated to once again defend the gold in a Triple Threat Elimination match against Cesaro and Tyson Kidd. On paper, the match had the potential to be great, and not only did it meet those expectations, it exceeded them. All three tremendous talents put it all on the line in this bout and the England audience appreciated them for it. The countless counters and reversals kept fans on their feet the entire time. Cesaro's surprising elimination at the hands of Kidd was an interesting twist, and the action only intensified when it came down to Kidd and Ziggler. Despite a strong performance, Kidd came up short of wrestling away the Intercontinental Championship from Ziggler. 

SUPERSTAR OF THE WEEK: RYBACK
Since returning to the ring the night after Hell in a Cell, Ryback has been riding a massive wave of momentum. This was the same guy who was building a following for himself in late 2012 with his popular "Feed Me More" chant and headlining pay-per-views for the WWE Championship. WWE's poor booking of Ryback caused him to fall fast in 2013 before being taken off TV all together with an injury earlier this year. Reverting back to what got him over initially was a wise move as he was the star of both Raw and SmackDown this week. He had an impressive outing against John Cena on Raw and beat Kane by disqualification on SmackDown. He could be a key player for Team Cena if he joins. 

SHOW OF THE WEEK: WWE NXT, NOVEMBER 13
Whatever way you look at it, there was a lot of great wrestling this week in WWE. Raw was solid from start to finish with a lot of strong build for Survivor Series. SmackDown was the most enjoyable it has been in a while with an excellent Triple Threat Elimination match and the return of Chris Jericho and his 'Highlight Reel.' Main Event was mediocre at best, but even that has its moments with the exceptional Tyson Kidd vs. Sami Zayn match. It might have had something to do with the electricity of the England crowds as they always make for an amazing atmosphere, but interestingly enough, the program the earned the Show of the Week award wasn't taped out of England, but rather out of Full Sail University. NXT has been consistently entertaining for a while now, but this was by far the strongest show I have seen this year. The great opening tag match and the stellar NXT Championship match make this a must-see episode to say the least. 

OTHER NOTABLE HIGHLIGHTS AND LOW POINTS
THIS WEEK'S HIGHLIGHTS
· Sheamus vs. Rusev: I personally preferred their match this week over their match after Raw last week. Obviously, the crowd was a lot livelier and that added to the excitement of it. The count-out finish gave Rusev the win while also protecting Sheamus in defeat (and giving Rusev a reason to join Team Authority). Sheamus and Rusev work well enough together that I'd be more than open to the two resuming their rivalry going into December's TLC event.
· 'The Highlight Reel': It was great to see Chris Jericho back on WWE TV for the first time since Night of Champions if only for a one-off appearance. It boggled my mind why WWE didn't do more to hype it up or make it more meaningful, especially given The Authority's involvement. That aside, it was a strong talking segment with good work from Jericho, Triple H and Stephanie McMahon. I'm already excited for Team Cena vs. Team Authority at Survivor Series and this only added to that.
· Dean Ambrose and Bray Wyatt: I've felt underwhelmed by this feud at times since it started at Hell in a Cell, but I don't blame it on them at all. They haven't been much TV time on Raw, but they were all over SmackDown this week and they made the most of the time they got. Their rivalry is now ten times more interesting to me and now all I hope for is that it translates over to Raw.
· Adrian Neville vs. Sami Zayn: Did anyone honestly expect anything less than a stellar match from these two? They had a great enough match that they can easily top themselves at the next NXT live special. I really liked the story they told and the finish protected Zayn while also furthering Neville's impending heel turn. I can't say enough good things about this match. Just go out of your way to see it, okay?
· Finn Balor and Hideo Itami vs. Tyson Kidd and Justin Gabriel: We didn't get to hear from Balor much on the mic, but what we did hear from him was short, sweet and to the point. The match itself was highly entertaining and Kidd and Gabriel put them over like a million bucks. Balor and Itami make for an awesome team and I thoroughly believe both will benefit from the pairing in the long-run.
THIS WEEK'S LOW POINTS
· Dolph Ziggler vs. Mark Henry: It's been long enough since these two last clashed that this felt fresh, but the match was far too short to be anything memorable. I know it was more about injuring Ziggler than it was about beating him (for the title), but they could've been given a few more minutes. Then again, it might have been for the best since what we did see from these two in the time they were allotted wasn't very good.
· Los Matadores vs. The Miz and Damien Mizdow: The match wasn't terrible by any means, but as I've said countless times in the past, it's fairly difficult to get invested in anything Los Matadores are involved in. The act is atrocious and has long overstayed its welcome. Primo and Epico are better off being themselves and ditching El Torito. If nothing else, Miz and Mizdow continues to be a hilarious pairing and if built to properly, a feud between the two could be money.
· Adam Rose vs. Stardust: The story that's been told recently is that The Bunny keeps costing Rose matches, but that wasn't the case here. Rose won for no reason, furthering make Stardust look like a weak champion. Yes, it set up the tag team match between Rose, The Bunny and the tag champs on SmackDown, but the loss for Stardust wasn't worth it in my opinion.
· Alicia Fox vs. Cameron: So, Fox is apparently a babyface now. Who knew? I didn't mind her match with Paige on Raw because obviously the England crowd favored Paige, but the same couldn't be said for her match with Cameron on Main Event. The match wasn't as bad as I thought it was going to be, but the crowd didn't care, and who can blame them? WWE has done nothing to establish Fox as a babyface.
· Ryback vs. Kane: While I really enjoyed how Ryback was heavily featured on WWE programming this match, his match with Kane in the main event of SmackDown was a clunker. Only a select few people can get a good match out of Kane nowadays and Ryback isn't among them. If nothing else, the post-match bit with Ryback and Triple H coming face-to-face was very intriguing.
