MATCH OF THE WEEK: TEAM CENA VS. TEAM AUTHORITY - SURVIVOR SERIES, NOVEMBER 23
I think we could all agree that on paper, Survivor Series this year was a one match show. However, that one match was so brilliantly built in the weeks leading up to it that it left fans highly anticipating who was going to come out on top. There was a sense of unpredictability about it that made it unlike any other main event we've seen on WWE pay-per-view in some time. It captured the big fight feel that they were going for once the bell ran and tensions were high. I didn't exactly agree with the quick elimination of Ryback or Big Show's heel turn (more on that below), but everything else was very well done. The ending was excellent in that it made Ziggler out to look like an absolute star. He eliminated all three remaining members of Team Authority to secure victory for his team. And on top of it all, Sting finally made his WWE debut at the end of it! Is there honestly anything else one could ask for? I didn't think so! 

SUPERSTAR OF THE WEEK: DOLPH ZIGGLER
I shared the sentiments of many that Dolph Ziggler has the complete package when it comes to being a big star in WWE. The only issue is that WWE has booked him so inconsistently over the years that it's hard to take his push seriously at times. He's been an integral part of this Authority storyline since the start, but never did I think he'd be the sole survivor in the main event of Survivor Series. He was essentially "made" that night and the week that followed was equally strong. On Raw, he teamed with John Cena to defeat the dynamic team of Seth Rollins, Joey Mercury and Jamie Noble. It was only days later on SmackDown that he scored a count-out victory over Intercontinental Champion Luke Harper. 

SHOW OF THE WEEK: WWE SURVIVOR SERIES, NOVEMBER 23
You have to give it up to WWE: After all the hype, Sunday's Survivor Series pay-per-view event definitely delivered. It may not be considered one of the all-time greatest events in WWE history or even in 2014, but the last hour of the show made it historic. I may be in the minority here, but I actually enjoyed the first two hours of Survivor Series. I know we get enough talking segments on Raw, but the unadvertised appearance of Mr. McMahon made the show even more meaningful and they added a nice twist to the main event. I was all for new champions being crowned in The Miz and Damien Sandow as well as Nikki Bella, and Bray Wyatt vs. Dean Ambrose was also great. The main event was in a league all of its own. While I didn't agree with everything in the match, there's simply no denying it will go down in the annals of WWE history as one of the biggest bouts ever given what was on the line... and who showed up at the end of it!
OTHER NOTABLE HIGHLIGHTS AND LOW POINTS
THIS WEEK'S HIGHLIGHTS
· Sting debuts in WWE: Nothing I write will do this moment justice, but I'll try my best. We all knew (at least as of a few months ago when he first started showing up at WWE sanctioned events) that Sting would be on WWE TV eventually, but I never thought it would happen as soon as Survivor Series. There were rumors of him showing up at the event over the weekend, but I didn't believe them and it made for a milestone moment to say the least. The reaction he received from the St. Louis crowd was unreal and it's something we'll probably never see again. I wasn't at all disappointed he didn't show up on Raw the next night because I didn't expect him to. See you during WrestleMania season, Sting.
· Dean Ambrose vs. Bray Wyatt: I've seen a lot of mixed reviews regarding this match, but personally, I thought it was great. There was a lot of brawling and it was evident they were holding back a bit, but with a rematch already set for TLC, it's not difficult to see why. On that note, I didn't at all mind the post-match beatdown Ambrose gave Wyatt and I don't think it did any harm to Wyatt whatsoever. Their pending TLC match should be one for the ages.
· The Miz and Damien Mizdow win WWE Tag Team titles: I had a hunch that Gold and Stardust would retain the titles at Survivor Series, but I've never been happier to have been wrong. I've been loving the Miz and Mizdow dynamic these last few months and they deserved the title win. The way it was done with Mizdow getting the pin was brilliant. It also delays their inevitable feud for later down the line.
· Nikki Bella wins Divas Championship: Lord knows I haven't been the biggest proponent of everything involving The Bella Twins since SummerSlam, but I have to give credit where credit is due: Nikki has been doing a great job as a heel and has been the star of the division as of late. She absolutely deserved the title win at Survivor Series and I had no problem with how it all played out since they're bound to have a rematch at the next pay-per-view.
· Daniel Bryan returns: Well, this was a pleasant surprise! I didn't read the "dirt sheets" beforehand, so I was legitimately shocked came out at the start of Monday's Raw and I loved how he gloated in the face of the departing Authority. He overstayed his welcome at times on Raw, but he was much better utilized on SmackDown and I can't wait for him to return to the ring.
· The New Day: They had a fine debut on SmackDown, but the bottom line is that I'm happy to see the trio of Xavier Woods, Kofi Kingston and Big E finally back on WWE TV. I'm not enthralled with their current gimmick, but maybe it'll grow on me over time.
THIS WEEK'S LOW POINTS
· Big Show turns heel: I'm sorry, but I couldn't care less about Show turning for what feels like the millionth time. It made for a nice shocker during the Survivor Series main event, but I wish it was someone else in that role instead. I can almost guarantee you that it would have been Sheamus had he not gotten injured last week. That's even more unfortunate since Sheamus has been in need of a heel turn for a long time. Show tried to make sense of it on Raw, but it was what it was. On the bright side, he's apparently headed toward a feud with Erick Rowan. I'm not the biggest Rowan fan, but I'll take that over yet another match between Show and John Cena any day of the week. At least there's the chance  that Show puts Rowan over, but we'll see.
· Fandango returns: Speaking of things I don't care about, Fandango is back as a salsa dancer with Rosa Mendes as his new valet. Well, why? Clearly, the dancing gimmick isn't cutting it for Fandango. Changing his music and giving him a new look will not make people take him any more seriously. Wins over Justin Gabriel won't do anything to benefit him. He needs to be repackaged as an actual wrestler if there's any chance of him garnering real success in WWE.
· Adam Rose and The Bunny vs. Slater Gator: I was intrigued by Rose's apparent heel turn when it was first teased several weeks back, but now it's gotten to the point where I just want to see it come to an end. It gets stupider and stupider by the week and there's never any real storyline development with it. Reveal who The Bunny is and move along or scrap it all together.
· Santino Marella and Larry the Cable Guy: I'm not one of those people who irrationally hates Larry the Cable Guy for no apparent reason and I didn't mind him all that much on Raw. Still, though, it didn't take away from the fact that his various appearances were hardly funny and wastes of time. I blame that more on WWE Creative than Larry himself. Please don't let this mean we are going back to the days of celebrity guest hosts every week. That was horrendous.
· Tyler Breeze vs. Marcus Louis: What the hell was this? It was so random and didn't accomplish anything. Both guys are heel (as far as I know, anyway), so who was the crowd supposed to cheer for? I've been disappointed with how they've treated Breeze since the last live special. They've done nothing with him. And Louis' character is just plain weird.
· Jack Swagger vs. Curtis Axel: This had all the potential to be a great match on Superstars (especially considering they'd never faced off before this), but their time was cut significantly and the match ended up being mere minutes long. Very strange.
